PHaSE Project Background and Philosophy

PHaSE = Positive Housing and Supportive Environments

Background & Objective

The DAAT has received a grant towards the development of up to twenty new units of Supported 
Accommodation for those with substance misuse problems in North Northamptonshire i.e. Corby, Kettering, Wellingborough & East Northants.

A primary objective of the grant is:

‘To improve access to aftercare services and move-on accommodation in supported housing,

 [for recovering drug and alcohol users moving on from Tier 4 treatment] which provide or have access to planned drug and alcohol treatment interventions’
It is proposed that PHaSE will provide twenty units of good quality supported accommodation in the form of new self-contained flats in clusters of five units. These units will be offered as Assured Shorthold Tenancies.

Currently, there are five units available in Irthlingborough (East Northants). The remainder of the units will come ‘on stream’ later on in 2009 and in 2010.
Philosophy
The scheme will operate on the basis of a wide and holistic definition of treatment. The underlying philosophy will be that treatment is not confined to substitute prescribing or to psychological interventions alone; but encompass the range of services and support that individual clients will need on their path from substance misuse to drug-free lives and integration into the community. 
This will include such things as access to housing-related support, aftercare services, learning, training and employment.
Can’s Involvement & Other Partners
Can’s Homelessness Team will provide the housing-related support element of the scheme and will employ four Tenancy support Workers to deliver this service. These workers will be based in Can’s Corby & Wellingborough offices – two in each office. 

Others involved in the project and allocation of the properties are: Orbit Housing Association – they are providing the property & property management; NDAS – providing the link with treatment; each of the local authorities (Corby, Kettering, Wellingborough, East Northants).
We are currently looking for referrals for the five units in Irthlingborough – please see the attached referral criteria.
