Criteria for PHaSE Housing Referrals

· 18+

· Single (although there may be flexibility to accommodate some couples, but not dependants)

· Resident of North Northants will have priority whether in community treatment or returning from Residential Rehabilitation, ideally within the same borough/district subject to availability

· Recovering from substance misuse – drugs or alcohol

· Fully engaged with treatment or aftercare services

· Living free of all illegal drugs and medication acquired illegally and drug-free for a minimum of one months prior to allocation of place [note: some clients might be following a reducing substitute prescribing regime at the point of entry and during their stay in the scheme]

· Committed to maintaining a drug-free lifestyle

· Able to manage alcohol consumption effectively

· In real housing need e.g. homeless, living in a hostel, supported, temporary or insecure housing (e.g. living with friends or in poor quality private rented) or returning to Northamptonshire from Tier 4 treatment unit or leaving prison having undertaken an IDTS programme

· Committed to receiving support and able to manage independent living with the help of a low level support service

· Committed to or taking part in education, volunteering or training towards employment

· Committed to move into independent accommodation within twelve to eighteen months
